
Le Futur Simple 
 

The future simple is used to express the English word “will”, such as I will go to the store after 

school. It is one of the easiest tenses in French. 

 

To form the future simple: 

 

1. Take the infinitive of the verb (the word you would find in the dictionary with the –er, -ir 

or –re endings) 

 

2. Drop the infinitive ending for –er and –ir verbs, drop only the –e for –re verbs. This 

leaves you with the stem of the verb 

 

3. Add the endings that match your subject: 

Subject Ending Subject Ending 

Je ai Nous ons 

Tu as Vous ez 

Il/Elle a Ils/Elles ont 

 

There are verbs in French that have irregular stems. Unfortunately, these verbs are some of the 

most common verbs used in French. The good news is that the endings that you add to the stem 

are the same.
